The North-
ern_lllinois Raptor Rehab & Education Center made the presentation and
brought with them live examples of a Redtail Hawk, Owl and Eagle. You can see
the hawk in the photo to the right. The Cub Scouts listened very intently to the
presentation and gained an understanding about preserving raptors and what
they can do to help. Did you know one of the most dangerous things for a bird
is windows? Almost one BILLION birds die each year by crashing into windows
that they cannot see. One remedy is to let the glass get a little dirty, so it is not
as reflective. Another major cause of death for birds are cats. They actually kill
more than window collisions do.

While the Cub Scouts watch the presentation, parents were presented with an
opportunity to volunteer for various committees or positions where the Pack
needs help. The more volunteers, the better
the program for the scouts.
